Independent Reading 3rd Marking Period Assessment: Present a Book Talk 

25 Points Possible

Requirements:

A book talk is your opportunity to express your opinion of a book!  It should take 2-3 minutes to present a book talk to your classmates.  It is meant to act like a theatrical preview.  (Think of the previews you see for movies, which make people want to pay to see the movie.)  It should introduce your book, describe the genre (mystery, romance, fantasy, etc.), present characters, and hint at the plot . . . without giving away the ending!  It is very effective to read a passage from the book to give the audience a better idea of what to expect from the author.  Describe the kind of person who might enjoy this book and whether or not you recommend this book.

Be sure to rehearse so that your presentation is effective.  Also, have your book in class when you present.  You will be assessed primarily on what you say, however you will also be assessed based on your overall skill at public speaking (loud and clear projection, diction, vocal expression, eye contact, posture, and minimal use of verbal pauses).
In order to prepare for your book talk, write out your responses to the following questions:

1. In what genre does your book fit?

2. What is the basic storyline?  What are the names of the main characters?

3. Choose a passage to read to the class.  What page #?

4. What kind of person might enjoy this book?

5. What is your opinion of the book?  Do you recommend it or not?
