Life Lesson Guidebook Project


As we have discussed in class, there are multiple lessons discussed in Tuesdays with Morrie by Mitch Albom, which students of all ages can learn from. This is your chance to create your own book that gives advice to others. You will create a book, add related artwork and design, and then select a part of your book for a class book. Below are the guidelines for this project.

Individual Book Guidelines:

· Title on Cover Page

· Dedication page (who are you dedicating this to?)

· Author blurb (quick biography of who you are) 
       this can be on same page as Dedication

· Opening page that dictates the purpose behind your book (your purpose is not because you are doing this for an assignment. Think of your quotes and WHY people need to know these things, as you see it.)

· Minimum 5 quotes
· Each quote must be from a different person

· Only two quotes can be from a celebrity/musician

· One quote can be from a family member

· Organized by a theme, chronologically, or some other logical grouping
· Each page must include the following:

· One life lesson quote (philosopher, musician, author, etc.)

· An appropriate related image or design

· Relation to life

· How Morrie would interpret the quote (use what you know of Morrie and his way of thinking to guess how he would react to this quote)
Class Book Guidelines:

The class book will include one quote from each student in the class. You will pick the quote that you like the best and feel is most important for other students to learn from. All of the quotes will then be combined into one book and will be published for the class. We will be using www.lulu.com to publish our books. I will detail more about this later.
Where can I find quotes to use for my book?

· Ask your teachers, coaches, or family members who they find inspiring

· Think about your favorite songs, movies, books, or poems

	Sources are credible, not from more than 2 celebrities, all from different people.
	Sources are somewhat credible or has multiple citations from the same person or celebrity
	Some sources are not credible, has more than 2 celebrities, has multiple quotes from same person.
	Sources are not credible, uses multiple celebrities and same people
	Sources not credible and does not vary people quoted
	Does not follow guidelines.

	Organization
