Preparing to complete this assignment:

Read about the following topics in Models for Writers:

Organization – p.109 –113

Beginnings and Endings – p.133-138 

Paragraphs – p.164-167 

Transitions – p.188-191

The Assignment:

Review your motif packets and the thematic statements you wrote for each motif. Select one thematic statement that you think the author developed very well and that you can support thoroughly. Consider why you think that thematic statement is so strong.

Key question: How did the author’s use of the literary elements she used effectively develop this theme? Provide three different literary elements that contributed to the development of the theme.
Essay Requirements: This essay must contain at least five (5) paragraphs: an introduction, at least three body paragraphs, and a conclusion. You must include two direct quotes from the book and use parenthetical citations properly. The essay should be in MLA format and reach 2-3 pages in length. 
Introduction:

· Name the novel and the author.

· Provide background information about the novel (don’t summarize the whole book; just provide a sentence or two of overview).

· Discuss general information about the theme you chose.

· Write a thesis statement that specifically names the theme and the literary elements you will use to support it. (Example: Through her use of _________, ___________, and _________, Lee clearly establishes her theme of _____________________________.)
Each Body Paragraph:

· Show how Lee uses a literary element to support the theme stated in your thesis sentence.

· Give a clear topic sentence that identifies the element to be discussed in that paragraph and how it relates to the theme. (Example: The first element Lee uses to signify __________________ is ________.)

· Provide a direct quotation or some specific paraphrased information to support your point. All points of proof, quoted or paraphrased, must include parenthetical page citations. [Example: Scout says, “Jfkdafafd dkksjf lasdfkja” (212).]
· Introduce your proof by setting up the quotation or example so it has a smooth lead-in from the rest of the paragraph.

· Explain how this quote or example supports your theme.

Conclusion:

· Restate your thesis from your introduction. It should be the exact same idea using different wording.

· Summarize your major points, including the literary elements you used and a brief recap of your support. Provide at least one sentence of summary per body paragraph.

· Give a final thought about the theme (this will be a fairly general statement).
