“The Most Dangerous Game” Projects


Directions:  Choose one of the following to complete

Sportscast:  Play-By-Play
A typical sports-announcing team usually includes at least two sportscasters.  One provides the play-by-play, or running description of the action as it occurs.  The other sportscaster, known as a color commentator, backs up the play-by-play man by providing background on the athletes, interesting facts, and analysis of the action after it occurs.

Work in teams of two to provide a play-by-play reenactment of Zaroff’s hunt for Rainsford.  One person provides the play-by-play.  The other person uses facts from the story and their own imagination to provide the color commentary.  Include aspects typical of live sports broadcast, including statistics and sports jargon.


Illustrated Map

What other dangers has Zaroff hidden on his nightmarish hunting ground?  Create an illustrated map of Zaroff’s island.  Include the cliffs, the chateau, Death Swamp, traps set for Rainsford, and the other important features.  Include a legend and symbols on the map. See me for a large piece of paper on which to draw this map. Bring in your own coloring materials.

What If?

Imagine that Rainsford’s friend, Whitney, has formed a search party that lands on the island.  Find a point in the plot of the story where Whitney’s arrival might take place and rewrite the ending describing the possible consequences of this event.  Whitney’s arrival should add to the conflict.  Perhaps Rainsford is about to be killed by Ivan or one of the dogs when Whitney’s group arrives, distracting the dogs or injuring Ivan…Be Creative!

Conflict Comic Book
Create a comic book showcasing six conflicts throughout the story. You will have at least 6 pages that have the following information:

· A drawing of the conflict – six total (you will not be graded on artistic ability; however, it is expected that you will make your pictures as accurate and complex as possible)
· Include a description of the conflict.
· Label whether the conflict was internal or external.
· Include who/what was involved in the conflict.
· On each one, label when the conflict took place in the plot.  (exposition, rising action, climax, falling action/resolution)
It is important that you keep the conflicts in chronological order!
