Social Injustice Research Project

Objective

Research a current social injustice occurring somewhere in the world today, then use Photostory 3 to tell the story of the injustice using photographs and narration. (Remember, a social injustice is something that most affects a large group of people in an unfair or unjust way.)
Project Requirements:

· Choose a topic and wait for teacher approval.
· Conduct research on the story of the injustice. You must use at least 3 informational sources (unlimited # of photo sources).  Your most valuable source of information for this project will most likely come from newspaper articles, found either online or in print.  Consider news sources like CNN, The New York Times, The Detroit Free Press, and the like.  You would also do well to consult online resources like The Center for Economic and Social Rights (http://cesr.org/), Human Rights Watch (http://www.hrw.org/), and International Justice Mission (http://www.ijm.org/). You must include at least one news article.
· Create a 3:00-5:00 minute long Photostory project, the objective of which is to educate others on the injustice and to provide suggestions for how we can help.
· Narrated tone, diction, and voice must be appropriate to topic.

· Must include both photo/video and narration
Background music is optional, however strongly encouraged. (freeplaymusic.com is a good source)

· A typed and printed works cited page for all informational sources must be submitted in MLA format.  (Easybib.com or Noodlebib.com are both wonderful resources for this – but make sure you are double checking their entries!! They often have unnecessary info which will be marked down if you don’t revise)

· One of your photos must be a map of where this social injustice is taking place.

· A live, in-class introduction prior to showing project must include a preview of the topic, an explanation of why you chose this topic, and a brief discussion of your research process must be given. (what worked, what didn’t work, what was an obstacle, etc.)

Structure of Project:

Introduction – Engage your audience and establish the existence of the chosen social injustice
Body – Provide evidence of what’s happening, why it’s happening, where it’s happening, etc.
Conclusion – Name possible solutions or courses of action we can take and end the project with a final thought

Works Cited Tips:

· If a piece of information is unavailable, skip it and move on to the next item in the citation; don’t change the order of the items just because something is missing.

· Alphabetize the list by authors’ last names (alphabetize by title if no author is listed).

· Double space the whole list, both within and between entries. Do not insert extra spaces.
· Punctuate properly. WATCH for periods, quotes, and slashes!
· Begin the works cited list on a separate page at the end of your paper.

· Include all works cited in the paper.

· If unsure of how to cite something, Google PURDUE OWL MLA FORMAT

· Check out the example below for formatting – yes, I know this Works Cited should be its own page. I’m trying to save paper!
