Who Am I? Assignment
“When one is a stranger to oneself, then one is estranged from others too.”  Anne Morrow Lindbergh
Before we begin the Social Injustice Research Project and Harper Lee’s To Kill a Mockingbird, it is a good idea to take a good look at ourselves.  A central theme in the novel by Harper Lee is growth/maturity.  You will use your talents as a writer, an artist, and a presenter to tell the class a little bit about yourself and reflect on who you are now.  This assignment will allow you take a close look at where you come from, who you are, and where you are going.  Just like many of the characters in To Kill a Mockingbird, you will go through many changes in your life.  A true sense of self makes the journey easier and allows you to help others along the way.
Part One:  The Questionnaire

To begin, complete the questionnaire on the back of this sheet as completely and accurately as possible.  Put some time into this! As you fill out the questionnaire, begin to gather materials that may be used to represent parts of the questionnaire.
Part Two:  Digital Project
For this assignment you will compile images and songs that represent who you are. Think of it as a slideshow of pictures with your songs and comments in the background. The final presentation should be at least 2  ½ minutes long. It should begin with a title slide that includes your name somewhere, contain at minimum of 20 slides (15 of which need comments), and have a final slide with a favorite quote.

To create this project, you may use any software/device you would like. School computers offer Photostory and Windows Movie Maker, but you are welcome to bring in your own device if you prefer working with a certain program.

Part Three:  The Write Up
In order to complete the PhotoStory, you will need to complete a short write-up. This should be a word document in MLA format. 

Begin by introducing yourself (your history).  Then, explain a few of the items you have chosen to include and how they symbolize you.  This should be organized in the same order as the PhotoStory project. Finally, tell me where you want to go in life.  Be specific.  I want to know who you are and what you are going to do with the ONE life that you have.  Please have an introduction, detailed body paragraphs, and a conclusion.  Your paper must be in final form when turned in (MLA format, typed, error free).  Be original/creative in your approach.
Part Four:  The Presentation

Once you have completed the first three parts, you will show the PhotoStory to your classmates.  You will briefly explain how you felt about the project and then show it to them.
